Bringing Animals from Crisis to Care

Offenders of domestic violence often have a pattern of abusing all members of the household - including
children and pets. It is estimated that as many as 65 percent of domestic violence victims stay in abusive
homes or delay leaving out of concern for the safety of their pets.

Few family violence shelters have the ability to house pets and many victims must choose between leav-
ing their pets behind and staying with their abuser. RedRover, a national nonprofit organization, offers
programs to keep families and pets safe.

How RedRover Can Help

Safe Escape grants pay for temporary boarding and/or veterinary care to enable domestic violence victims
to remove their pets to safety. For safety reasons, the application must be submitted by a domestic violence
shelter worker.

Safe Housing grants fund start-up costs for domestic violence shelters seeking to house pets on site.
RedRover partners with Sheltering Animals and Families Together (SAF-T) to help shelters implement the
program.
